World Progress 

Although some_ of the quie ter events of the 
year were overshadowed ,by more spectaculaT 
11::ws, great scientific steps were taken, many 
of them in progress at the present time. 

Science contributed to international co-opera­
tion in the case of the present Antarctic expe­
dition, spearheaded by the ship "Atka." 

Transportation was made easier and faster 
by such m eans as the new S .: andinavian Air­
lines route over the north pole . Men began to 
utilize the huge wind belts abov 2 the earth to 
speed up travel. 

In the field of medicine, favorable results 
were found with the Salk polio vaccine, which 
may help immensely in th 2 control of one of 
the world' s most crippling diseases . New tu­
uerculosis vaccines may reduce that illness by 
50 per cent. 

Scientists ha ~nessed the atom to the U. S .'s 
" Nautilus," the world's first atom-pow 2red sub­
marine. 

Progress in automobile propulsion was fu_rth­
cred through work on the gas turbine. 

International Friction 

There was a busy but often grim side to world 
n ews, too. Diffe rences between th 2 free world 
and the :::ommunists were brought to a peak in 
the dispute between Chiang Kai-sheks national­
ist China and Red China . The U . S . stepp 2d into 
the conflict by using the 7th Fleet to help 
evacuate the Tachen islands; at the same time 
control of the Russian government changed 
hands from Malenkov to Bulganin. What th 2se 
events will mean to future world peace is a 
matter of guesswork. 

The long-turbulent Indo-Chinese war came to 
an abrupt end , after years of hard fighting . The 
fall of the French fort, Di : n B ein P hu, was not 
only tragic; it was an example of the heights 
of heroism and bravery to which men can rise. 

On the political side, France lost a great man 
and a strong leader when Pierre Mend 2s­
France's government fell. That nation will cer­
tainly miss the man who resolved the Indo­
Chinese conflict and pushed West German r 2-
armament.

Athletics flourished in Amer ica . Th 2 bask et­
ball world was again led b y one of the f inest 
teams Kayhi has y et produced , and the football 
parade was h eaded once more by t h e Cleve land 
Browns. The N c.w York Giants d efeated the 
Cleveland Indians in the World S eries, J for 
four straight games; and at last the U. S . 
wrested the Davis Cup tennis crown from the 
Australians .

The first big news in Ketchikan was the J uly 
19 dedication of our pulp mill. This was fol ­
lowed by th 2 Beaver Falls utilities dedication . 
Citizens relaxed when the blockade was lifted 
upon completion of the new tunnel. Work con­
t inued on the Civic Center-Armory fund. 

Ketchikan made th 2 news in Hollywood 
through the filming of the movie "Ketchikan," 
the title of which was later changed to "Cry 
Vengeance ." There has recently be 2n a rumor 
that the same Hollywood company may base 
a film on the life of one of Alaska's great 
citizens, Father William Duncan.
